The following applications were considered and recommendations made:

LAND AT HAVEN FARM NORTH STREET SUTTON VALENCE ME17 3HT – 


22/504692/HYBRID

Hybrid Planning Application consisting of: Full planning application for the erection of 
104no. dwellings, retail space (423m2), access off North Street and site infrastructure 
works, following demolition/removal of the existing structures. Outline planning 
application (with all matters reserved) for the development of a doctor's surgery (1,500m2) 
with associated car parking and a phased development of 5 x self-build plots.
Council comments: The main objection felt by the committee was the impact that many houses will have on the density of traffic along the A274 Sutton Road, and concerns about increased traffic at the Plough crossroads.  Also it was felt that the access to the site is not in a very good place.
